Winter Doldrums 

If you’re not going fishing this winter, well, you’ve got some work to do. Get those lines out, clean them up, and 
condition them! After a good conditioning, wrap each line on the outside of a coffee can, drop your reel into the 
can, and close the lid. This is one way to make sure your line doesn’t gain too much memory and you won’t have to 
stretch the memory out too much come season. Clean your reels up a bit with lightly soapy water, and clean your 
rod off with the same water. Another little hint… get your fly box out and throw out the broken ones. Do yourself 
a favor for the coming year and place a bag of desiccant (found in vitamin bottles or jerky bags) in your fly box – it 
helps keep that little bit of moisture out when placing a wet fly in your box. Your waders should be hung up on a 
hanger either inside the house or in the garage so creases don’t set in for the months they’re not used. Go through 
those pockets of your float tube, get out the old jerky bags and trash, and hang your tube up –it’s best to keep a bit 
of air in it to maintain its shape. And don’t forget your boots – check the laces and replace them now before the 
itchin’ to go fishin’ sets in. Stuff some old towels into them to keep the critters from making an easy home and then 
wrap them in a plastic grocery bag. Of course, make sure they’re dry first.
